Admission Policy for Willow Nursery School
1) The school in principle to serve any child in Central Bedfordshire.

2) Names can be taken onto the waiting list at any time. 
3) A small percentage of admissions (approx.10%) will be taken as priority on the advice/recommendation of professionals e.g. doctors, health visitors, social workers, speech therapists.  The final decision on these admissions to be determined by the Head Teacher based on her understanding of the needs of the children already within the school and expertise of the staff.
4) The school is committed to providing a high quality curriculum to all children, regardless of disability. The governors and staff will make whatever reasonable adjustments are necessary, in order that any child with a disability is not at a disadvantage within the nursery setting.
5) All children should be able to attend for a reasonable length of time, i.e. a minimum of two terms and ideally three terms.
6) Children are offered 15 hours of funded provision.  However, if parents request fewer than 15 hours provision, we shall accommodate this. Children are offered their funded place in the term after their third birthday.
7) For the children who start with us in September, there will be two options with regard to a pattern of attendance:

(i) Option A: Children attend on five mornings per week
(ii) Option B: Children attend for two full days and one morning each week (days of choice)
8) There will also be a range of wraparound options where parents can pay for additional hours and sessions. 
9) For the children who start with us in January and April, they will be offered five afternoon sessions.  There will also be the range of wraparound options, where parents can pay for additional sessions. 
11). Children to be admitted in date of birth order in accordance with the following criteria:-

       a) Looked after children. (Children become “looked after” either if they have been taken into care by the Local Authority or have been accommodated by the Local Authority). Most LAC will be living in foster homes but a smaller number may be in a children’s home, living with a relative or even placed back at home with their natural parents)
 b) Priority admissions (see point 3)

c)  Children who have attended our two-year-old provision
d) Children with siblings already attending Willow Nursery School .
 e)  Children with siblings who have attended Willow Nursery School.

 f)  Children whose HOME addresses are nearest to Willow Nursery School when taking a straight line between that address and the school’s front gate including the Luton Unitary Authority.

g) If, within any category, there are not sufficient places for all the children within that category, places will be allocated in birth order.

12. We do not operate a waiting list for our provision for two-year-olds.   Children will be admitted in date of birth order in accordance with the following criteria:-

       a) Looked after children. (Children become “looked after” either if they have been taken into care by the Local Authority or have been accommodated by the Local Authority). Most LAC will be living in foster homes but a smaller number may be in a children’s home, living with a relative or even placed back at home with their natural parents)

 b) Children in receipt of Two Year Old Funding

c)  Children with siblings already attending Willow Nursery School.

d)  Children with siblings who have attended Willow Nursery School.

e  Children whose HOME addresses are nearest to Willow Nursery School when taking a straight line between that address and the school’s front gate including the Luton Unitary Authority.

g) If, within any category, there are not sufficient places for all the children within that category, places will be allocated in birth order.
This policy to be reviewed annually or sooner if there are any significant changes to this school, local schools or the area.
